Approval of the April  Agenda:  Mark made a motion to accept the agenda, seconded by LaVerne.  Motion 
carried. Approval of March Council Minutes:  LaVerne made a motion to accept the March minutes.  
Seconded by Nadine.  Motion Carried. 
 
Long Range Planning Committee:  Scott shared information on the progress of the LRPC committee and 
their concerns about first impressions when entering St. John’s.  He talked about creating an entrance to 
St. John’s that would be welcoming.  Ken and Bill Froh have met with an architect and the council went on 
a tour to assess the renovations to be made to the entrance and the lounge. Ken asked that all the council 
members be in support of this project and be well informed as it is presented to the congregation.  
Discussion followed.  A special council meeting may be called to discuss the plans after the architect 
comes back with composite drawings.   
 
Treasurer’s Report:   The March Treasurer’s report was submitted.  A letter from the finance committee, 
written by President Ken Rishel was sent out to the congregation stating the $12,000 deficit of the first 
quarter.   
 
Potential Layoffs:  Ken met with the staff and informed them of potential layoffs should our financial deficit 
continue into the summer.  Further discussion followed tape recorder was turned off. 
 
Forming a Sustainability Committee:  Ken explained that he, Pastor and Lynne met with Kathy from Arch 
Electric.   They talked about installing solar panels to save electricity usage.  She recommended putting 
together a Sustainability Committee to study the possibility of grants that may be available to decrease the 
cost and to explore other areas the church “go green”.  
 
Confirmation:   Ken indicated that one the confirmands decided  that she was not ready to be confirmed.  
After much discussion, Ken asked the council to think about the confirmation program and how we could 
make it more effective. Please prayerfully consider this program here at St. John’s.  
 
The meeting was closed with The Lord’s Prayer at 6:55 pm.
